REGULATIONS CONCERNING 
FASTING AND ABSTINENCE 

  

¶ Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of mandatory fasting and abstinence from meat. 

¶ All Fridays in Lent are days of mandatory abstinence from meat. 

¶ The obligation to fast applies to those aged 18-59. 

¶ The obligation to abstain from meat applies to those aged 14 and older. 

¶ Those fasting may eat only one normal-sized meal.  Two smaller meals may be eaten, if needed for strength. 
These smaller meals together should not equal a normal-sized meal.  No food may be eaten between meals. 

¶ The bishops of the United States recommend voluntary fasting on the other weekdays of Lent.  It is a praiseworthy 
tradition to fast on Holy Saturday, until the Easter Vigil. 

¶ It is worth remembering that every Friday of the year is a day of penance, unless a solemnity falls on a Friday.  In 
the United States, on Fridays outside of Lent, one may choose either to abstain from eating meat or to perform 
some other act of penance.
