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Mon., Oct. 31: Phil 2:1-4; Luke 
14:12-14 
Humbly regard others as more im-
portant than yourselves. On All Saints 
Day we sing the Litany of Saints 
throughout holy Communion, followed 
by reverently proclaiming the names of 
parishioners who died during the past 
year. A holy card listing the names is 

distributed. I have them in my Bible going back two dec-
ades. My good friend, known to some of you longtime 
Daily Bread readers as MEW, told me before she made 
the list a few years ago that she found the custom com-
forting because it was evidence that she wouldnôt be for-
gotten. There is no one more ñleastò in this world than 
the dead, but sometimes we remember them as greater 
than ourselves. If we could just do the same while theyôre 
still alive, what a peaceful world this could be. Lord, in-
crease our awareness of the good in others. 
 
Tues., Nov. 1: Rv 7:2-4, 9-14; 1 Jn 3:1-3; Mt 5:1-12a 
All Saints 
Blessed are those who mourn. Of all the Beatitudes, this 
is the only one that applies to each and every one of us. 
But why would Jesus say this? How can Jesus say there 
is any kind of blessing in moments of emotional upheav-
al, loss and grief? Jesus undoubtedly knew about grief ï 
he saw the broken and the wounded, he encountered par-
ents with dying children, and he himself cried when he 
learned of Lazarusô death. And somehow he saw blessing 
in all of it. As we remember the saints who have gone 
before us, the cloud of witnesses that surrounds us, we 
are indeed blessed. With the saints of all times and plac-
es, we sing your praises. 
 
Wed., Nov. 2: Wis 3:1-9; Rom 5:5-11; Jn 6:37-40 
All Souls 
But God proves his love for us in that while we were still 
sinners Christ died for us. As I write this, in July, the 
United States has experienced a terrible week of violence  
and death, much of it played over and over again on so-
cial media. Other parts of the world have had similar ex-
periences. It doesnôt matter what we think of the people 
who died, the people who protest or the people who car-
ried out various attacks. What matters is what God thinks 
ï and God loves them all. God loves us all. Itôs easy to 
think we live in a God-forsaken world, but we are not 
God-forsaken. We are Godôs beloved, and we are called 
to live and share Godôs love, turning our despair and an-
ger into action for peace and justice. Surround and sus-
tain us when we need it most, Divine Love. 
 
 
 

Thurs., Nov. 3: Phil 3:3-8a; Lk 15:1-10 

Rejoice with 
me because I 
have found the 

coin that I lost. Some have called the 15th chapter of 
Lukeôs gospel ñthe gospel within the gospelò because it 
presents the very essence of the good news in parable 
form. In these stories  (and the one that follows, of the 
prodigal son), each God-figure is looking for something 
that is missing: the shepherd for the sheep, the woman 
for the coin, the father for the son. Jesus is telling the 
Pharisees that lost things ï and lost people ï are incredi-
bly important to God. God is always somewhere search-
ing, God is always somewhere sweeping ï steadfast, pa-
tient and persistent ï and God will not give up until the 
lost are found. Seeking, rejoicing God, guide us when we 
are lost, and bring us home to  you. 
 
Fri., Nov. 4: Phil 3:17-4:1; Lk 16:1-8 
And the master commended that dishonest steward for 
acting prudently. Lord Jesus, what were you thinking 
when you told this story? We teach our children to be 
honest, and then you commend dishonesty and corrup-
tion. We value hard work and being productive, but you 
affirm laziness and embezzling. We teach our children to 
be fair, and yet you praise the steward who is cheating 
his boss. This story bothers us, Jesus. We donôt want to 
think you might possibly approve of these behaviors. 
Maybe this parable upsets us because we see ourselves in 
it, and we know we do not deserve grace any more than 
the dishonest steward did. We give thanks for your amaz-
ing, surprising grace, O God. 
 
Sat., Nov. 5: Phil 4:10-19; Lk 16:9-15 
You cannot serve God and mammon. The steward in this 
parable is shrewd because he has learned to cultivate re-
lationships to his own advantage, increasing his wealth, 
social standing and business opportunities. Jesus seems 
to be challenging his followers to also be shrewd ï not 
for their own benefit, but to build Godôs kingdom, to fur-
ther Godôs purposes. For Jesus, the bottom line is always 
this: You cannot serve two masters. The steward put a lot 
of energy into ensuring that his needs would be met after 
he was fired. Perhaps Jesus is saying that, as disciples, 
we should put just as much effort into proclaiming our 
faith in word and deed. May we be shrewd for Christ;
