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Mon., Sept. 26: Job 1:6-22; Luke 
9:46-50 
Do not prevent him, for whoever is not 
against you is for you. We tend to see 
God where we expect him to dwell. 
Often this includes those in whom we 
think he resides. Most religious disa-
greements start over something petty, 
including biased judgment and jeal-

ousy. We get comfortable in our assumptions and start to 
believe that our way of seeing God is the one and only 
true way. This limited perspective can blind us to the 
sincere good and divine truth others profess. Jesus re-
minds the disciples that we can seek the same end in dif-
ferent ways as long as we truly intend to lead others to 
God. The goal of our evangelization is not competition. It 
is to unite ourselves to God and one another. Make us 
one in you, O Lord. 
 
Tues., Sept. 27: Job 3:1-3, 11-17, 20-23; Luke 9:51-56 
Memorial of Vincent de Paul, priest 
Job opened his mouth and cursed his day. Frustration and 
lamentation are often our first reactions to lifeôs trage-
dies. St. Vincent de Paul was born into poverty, fell into 
the hands of pirates, and was enslaved, yet instead of be-
moaning his lowly birth and trying circumstances, he 
became a humble and tireless servant of God, reaching 
out to the wounded and forsaken. He took his own diffi-
culties as opportunities to unite profoundly with the 
Lord. Naturally temperamental, he claimed that without 
Godôs grace he would be ñhard and repulsive, rough and 
cross.ò This Apostle of Charity could have had a com-
fortable life in the priesthood, but in the end, he sought 
nothing more than the spiritual and physical relief of the 
poor, the sick, the enslaved and victims of war. Gentle 
Lord, make me sensitive to othersô needs. 
 
Wed., Sept. 28: Job 9:1-12, 14-16; Luke 9:57-62 
I will follow you, Lord, but ... At some point, we all ne-
gotiate the terms of our devotion. We barter with the 
Lord: ñIf you give me good health, security, success, I 
will follow you faithfully.ò But, often, even if we get our 
heartôs desire, we move to the next item on the list. Jesus 
isnôt specifically asking us to reject family or any real 
necessity. Heôs calling us to prioritize. Jesusô response 
may seem harsh, but true discipleship is nonnegotiable. 
Either you follow or you donôt. Youôre in or youôre out. 
It doesnôt depend on how things are going. Jesus doesnôt 
offer a wishy-washy proposition. He asks us to follow 
him and expects an unequivocal yes or no. Give us the 
grace to seek you first, Lord. 
 
 
 

Thurs., Sept. 29: Dan 7:9-10, 13-14 or Rev 12:7-12ab; 

John 1:47-51 
Feast of Mi-
chael, Gabriel 

and Raphael, archangels Michael and his angels battled 
against the dragon. In the archangels, the church vener-
ates three powerful and loving spiritual allies. The prince 
of the heavenly host, Michael, whose name means ñWho 
is like God,ò is humanityôs protector from the snares of 
the devil; he led the defense against Lucifer and his fall-
en angels, and champions our fight against temptation. 
Gabriel, the messenger ð whose name means ñGod is 
my strengthò ð gave us a beloved prayer when he hailed 
the Blessed Virgin as ñfull of grace.ò He gave Daniel 
understanding of his vision of the messiah, foretold John 
the Baptistôs birth, and proclaimed the Incarnation of our 
Savior. Raphael, whose name means ñGod is my health,ò 
accompanied and guided Tobias. We should invoke him 
at lifeôs critical moments. Saints Michael, Gabriel and 
Raphael, archangels, come to our aid in our earthly bat-
tles, we pray. 
 
Fri., Sept. 30: Job 38:1, 12-21; 40:3-5; Luke 10:13-16 
Whoever rejects you rejects me. Saint Jerome was a bril-
liant student, unparalleled scholar, master of languages, 
skilled orator, meticulous historian and bitter critic. A 
blunt and zealous defender of truth, he was quick to pen 
scathing letters in defense against error and attacks on 
Christianity. The church regards him as a tireless cham-
pion and the greatest among the doctors in clarifying the 
divine word. The Council of Trent declared his transla-
tion of the Bible, called the Vulgate, the authentic text to 
be used in the church. Though he was often connected to 
controversy, he nevertheless deeply challenged those 
who read his work or listened to him. He spent most of 
his life in contemplation and study. May we, like St. Je-
rome, seek devotion to truth, scripture, prayer and pen-
ance. 
 
Sat., Oct. 1: Job 42:1-3, 5-6, 12-17; Luke 10:17-24 
I have dealt with great things that I do not understand. 
This quote is from Job, who has just discovered his place 
in the universe. In the Gospel, the disciples are rejoicing 
because of their power over demons. Jesus cautions 
them. Those of us experienced in pastoral ministry ð or 
parenting, for that matter ð know that there are mo-
ments when we inexplicably say just the right thing or 
respond in just the right way and good things result. It 
would be tempting to jump from that moment of success 
to the notion that we are somehow experts, but as often 
as not, we just got lucky. Or é inspired. And without 
humility and gratitude, that inspiration may not be there 
the next time. Lord, help me to be humble like Job with-
out the suffering, please).                                           É
